Welcome — Tim Hicks welcomed the group to the meeting at 10:00 AM at the Finger Lakes
Institute in Geneva, NY.

Review of minutes from previous meeting (November 16th, 2009) — There was a discussion
about the fact that Jim Maly] was not in attendance; instead, his comments should be
attributed to Phil Cianciotto. With these amendments in mind, the minutes of the November
16 meeting were approved on a motion by PJ Emerick, seconded by Bob Pierce and
passed unanimously.

Financial Report — PJ Emerick described the recent transactions to pay Edith Davey for her
work. The current balance as of the meeting date was $9,590.44. Please see the attached
financial report.

SLAP-5 Introspective.

A brief presentation on the history and beginnings of SLAP-5 - Marion Balyszak presented
a PowerPoint which provided an overview of SLAP-5. She said that it all started with a
$5,000 grant to fund the “Seneca Lake Watershed Study, Developing an Understanding of
an Important Natural Resource.” The first meeting of everyone interested in the protection
and enhancement of Seneca Lake was held in July 1996. Barb Demjanic with Yates
County provided the staffing from 1997 — 2000. During this time, there was an application
for watershed planning money and the “Setting the Course for Seneca Lake” study was
begun with the two regional boards and counties participating. From 1997 — 1999 SLAP-5
chair was Les Travis and Tom DeRue was the treasurer. Both were from Ontario County.
At that point there was $3,000 commitment from the five involved counties and steering and
technical committees were set up. From 2000 — 2006 Seneca Lake Pure Waters
Association staff took over the staffing and chairmanship.

In 2000 Marion Balyszak created a summary of the “Setting a Course for Seneca Lake”
study. DEC paid the cost of the publication and it has been placed a variety of libraries.
(Marion has the summary in digital form and will make it available to each county to put in
on line.) There were several public meetings around the watershed. SLAP-5 members
went to each community and invited them to sign a Call for Cooperation during the years
2000 and 2001. At the conclusion, thirty-nine out of forty communities signed the Call for
Cooperation.
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The “Setting the Course” study has fueled a lot of agricultural implementation grants as well
as Great Lakes Education grants, especially the on-site wastewater outreach program.
Steve Lewandowski was the educator who was available to help SLAP-5 from Ontario
County. In 2001 the technical and steering committees merged and SLAP-5 continues to
meet on bimonthly basis ever since.

Marion will also provide the PowerPoint about the history to post on the SLAP-5 webpage.

Review of 2009 outreach efforts and programs - Edith Davey said that she prepared three
newsletters: a spring, summer, and fall. There are 350 supervisors, planning board
members, ZBA, and mayors who are on the newsletter mailing list. She is updating
addresses. Phil Cianciotto asked if he could use some SLAP-5 articles for the SLPWA
newsletter which goes to 270 members. The group agreed. Edith conducted a realtors
workshop in Seneca Falls and conducted training for planning boards and ZBA members
that featured steep slope issues. She attended the Seneca Lake Pure Waters annual
meeting. She also helped prepare commentary on the DEC legislation on docks and
moorings.

She described the December meeting of the Finger Lakes Lake Associations with Hobart
and William Smith College staff and was pleased with their willingness to work together.

Goal Setting for 2010 — everyone was invited to provide information.

Jennifer Fais suggested that we all review the 1999 Seneca Lake report and that we look at
the Great Lakes funding for our implementation projects. STC would help write an
application if needed. She reminded everyone to link to each other's web pages to help
people find out information on Seneca Lake. When the contract negotiations are
completed, we should begin working on the Watershed Management Plan this year.

Jim Balyszak talked about his county activities and noted that the $475 million set aside for
the Great Lakes has an application deadline of January 29 by 5:00 PM. Information is
available on the EPA web site.  There are about twenty priorities for program funding. A
second round of funding is available in the spring.

Marion Balyszak noted that about half of the funding is being used by EPA and the states
and that the communities within the eight Great Lakes states would be competing for the
remainder of the money. Overall it is expected that only ten to thirty projects will be funded
and that they have to be shovel-ready projects.

Edith Davey looked ahead to 2010. She anticipated conducting realtor workshops and
publishing the newsletter and providing planning board/ZBA training.  During the
conversation about the Seneca Lake Watershed Management Plan, it was asked if the
training workshops could also include info on the watershed plan. She said that it is not
hard to incorporate both topics. There are some new topics, since the Seneca Lake Report
in 1999, including landfill leachate, and Marcellus Shale. We will need to add the Marcellus
Shale resources to the mining maps.

Paul Bauter asked if one can find out the Marcellus Shale parcels under lease. Edith

suggested Tompkins County’s web site as they have sifted through real property data to
compile this information.
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Continued assistance from Edith Davey. On a motion by Phil Griswold, seconded Phil
Cianciotto, SLAP-5 made a motion to enter into a contract with Ontario County for Edith
Davey’s services in 2010.

Update Seneca Lake Watershed Management Plan Grant - Jennifer Fais distributed a copy
of the latest scope and the group discussed the work elements and the participants.
Jennifer stressed that the local communities will be advised from the beginning that the
purpose of the project is to understand the issues and conditions since 1999, suggest
implementation strategies, and to devise a selection of binding cooperative agreements so
that eventually, the communities will work together in a formal arrangement to solve water
quality issues.

Jennifer noted that the project is projected to begin April 1, 2010 and last for three years.
She encouraged everyone to document their inkind contributions since we must match the
state money dollar for dollar. The City of Geneva is the applicant and is experienced with
contracts with Department of State, so it is looking hopeful that the project is on track.

Member Reports

PJ Emerick said that they are looking for funding for Round 16 Agricultural projects in March
and several would apply to Seneca Lake. They are conducting a four-hour contractor
training on January 15 from 9:00 a.m. — 2:00 p.m.

Paul Bauter said that there are two sessions for certification as Eljin Program Managers.
These sessions will be held in Watkins Glen and Auburn. Paul thought that 2010 would be
a good time to review all sewage system laws and update them throughout his communities.
The Town of Torrey may use this information to do a new law.

Edith Davey discussed the Honeoye Shoreline Soil Erosion Control Garden demonstration
project. She said that Ontario County is building a demonstration rain garden that
homeowners can do themselves at Sandy Bottom Park. Bob Pierce asked for a
presentation at the Water Resources Council meeting. Edith said that she could make a
presentation in a year when the garden is in place. It was asked if there was an inventory of
shoreline erosions spots. Not at this time, but we do know where erosion exists at public
locations. It would be great to build more natural systems to combat this. Phil Cianciotto
could direct Boy Scouts and Eagle Scouts to be volunteers on these demonstration projects.

Sarah Meyer, FLI said the research conference just occurred and please go on line for the
information. There are upcoming programs on the geography of wetlands in February and
March. On February 3 is the water quality and native plants discussion. The Water
Resources Council funding for sites is available for volunteers in Ontario County to
undertake their stewardship projects.

John Halfman — no report.

Marion Balyszak talked more about the December 10, 2009 gathering of Lake Associations.
There were three areas of importance to the group: watershed rules and regulations;
funding; and water quality research status. There is interest in the group to collaborate,
identifying resources and understanding the acronyms of organizations that are already in
existence. She will be helping them follow-up on priorities.
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Phil Cianciotto attended the December 10 meeting and enjoyed it. He feels that the Finger
Lakes have a tourism identity, but need an environmental and water quality identity. A
regional organization of the Finger Lakes could have a larger impact. The Federation of
Lake Associations (FOLA) was there and agreed that there should be a way to capitalize on
the Finger Lakes identity. The western region of FOLA is not active. Subsequent meetings
will look at their identity and make a statement to DEC, the Governor, and legislators.
Marcellus Shale drilling is also a concern.

Jennifer Fais contributed her comments under Goal Setting for 2010.

Phil Griswold said that they are doing their annual reports and undertaking soil group
worksheets to help farmers get tax exemptions. There was an increase in their 2010 budget
and they were glad to see that. They shared their tree chipper and hydro seeder with the
highway department. They are presenting at the Water Quality Symposium March 9 — 12 in
Binghamton. They are taking part in the Rain-Wise Program by providing weather stations
for vineyards so they have a better idea of when they should apply fertilizers / pesticides.

Bob Pierce said that PJ is now the official representative on SLAP-5 for Ontario County
because Bob’s last day is March 26. The group thanked him for his tireless involvement
with SLAP-5 and wished him a wonderful retirement.

Jim Balyszak talked about watershed inspection program possibilities with two communities.

Tim Hicks said that their office has moved with Soil and Water Conservation District, the
village DPW, and Schuyler County DPW into the Shared Services building in Watkins Glen
near the existing county highway buildings. He is working with Tri-County Housing, Arbor
Development, and Schuyler Planning to go for a Community Development Block Grant
(CDBG) for a septic system replacement grant for income-eligible families. Tim feels that
many more need it than those which qualify at 60% of poverty level.

He, as the new chair, understands that the email list needs updating, so please get in touch
with him so that he will include you when he sends out agendas and minutes.

Jennifer Fais will look at the possibility of purchasing the domain name for SLAP-5.0org so
that it is easy to find the SLAP-5 page on the STC web page. (NOTE: This was
accomplished. Go to www.slap5.org to go directly to the SLAP-5 page.)
